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HONORARY SECRETARY’S REPORT
Mr President, Officers, Delegates and Gentlemen.

It is with pleasure that I submit my written report to you for 2010.

The year has proved to be a successful celebration of our centenary,  commencing with the cocktail party at The Leicestershire Golf Club on 8th June, competitions during the festival week, and culminating in an 

AM AM competition, again at The Leicestershire, followed by a centenary dinner at the Walkers Football Stadium in Leicester.

My thanks go to their officials and secretary, Tim Stephens, and members of the Leicestershire for the hard work and support during that week which made it such a great success.  I must mention the tremendous amount of work undertaken by the Centenary Committee, headed by Kevin Whitfield-Green that pulled all the events together.

Our Past Presidents, Bob Taylor and Mike Potter took on the task of producing a centenary book, which was no small feat, with invaluable contributions from the archivists, Derek Charman and Jennifer Prentice and of course the Clubs of the Leicestershire and Rutland Golf Union, without whom the project could not have been completed.  Proof reading of the final document has been completed and the book will be available shortly.


On the home front, clubs have continued to battle against the economic climate and the fall in membership, but continue to promote `the game of golf` through the various initiatives they have undertaken through Club Coaching, GolfMark and similar projects.  The County Golf Partnership continues to develop and assist in promoting our next generation of golfers, under the chairmanship of Stuart Marriott and the development officer, Peter Thorpe.


The development of the website has continued and again, thanks to Stuart and Kevin, a website provider has been identified, “IntelligentGolf”, who will provide all the aspects that a website needs to portray, over the coming months.


On the 1st October the Equality Act 2010 came into force, but sections relating to `age discrimination` will not be enacted until 2012. Clubs were well prepared for this legislation and there were no particular areas of concern.


Merger talks between the EGU and EWGA have continued and a proposal document will be circulated at the end of March, for consideration by county unions.  If necessary an EGU board member will attend and give a presentation to Councils, pending any final decision.

The coaching programme has continued and Clive Fromant, the Director of Coaching, in coalition with David Hylins, our Junior Organiser, and our two captains, forming the coaching development team, who are endeavouring to improve our performances.  David has secured the services of David Gibson as the Under 16`s manager, which bodes well for the juniors.  We have lost key performers to the professional ranks but nonetheless Stuart and the 2nd team performed admirably to secure their Anglian League trophy.

The County Card proved more successful during our centenary year, being free to male affiliated club members, and it will be a recommendation from the Executive, Roger having found funding from the remaining centenary budget, to again make the County Card available to those members requesting them, free of charge, during the 2011/2012 season.

Finally, may I thank Phil Thomason and Tony Harper, our outgoing Captain and President, for their enthusiasm and commitment, and Graham Fox for his unstinting efforts over the past twenty years in managing the County`s competitions and matches and wish him all the very best in his retirement.

HONORARY TREASURER’S REPORT
I am pleased to be able to report a surplus on our activities for the year ended 31st October 2010 of £3,902.69.

 Fees from our affiliated members increased by £2,632 due to the increase in the level of subscription from £7.50 to £7.75,despite the falling number of affiliated members.

 Regrettably numbers of affiliated members has again fallen, this year by 523, in spite of efforts being made to encourage more people into golf club membership.

 We are reaching the end of our Centenary Year and I have included with the Accounts a summary of the 3 years during which time the £1.00 a year levy from affiliated members was collected. Most of the money was, of course, spent during 2010.At the time of writing this report we still await the final costs of printing the Centenary Book. I have included an estimate of £8,000.00 which leaves the Centenary Fund in surplus to the extent of £198.47.As recent indications point to the printing costs coming in well under the £8,000.00 provided for I expect the surplus to be somewhat higher than £198.47.By the time of the Annual General Meeting it should be possible to put a final figure on it.

 The Balance Sheet at 31st October 2010 shows a strong position with a carried forward accumulated fund of £41,570.27

 As this is my last report as Honorary Treasurer I take this opportunity of wishing my successor as Treasurer as much satisfaction as I have enjoyed over the years,
